Thus, the challenge of this studio will be to design a
stop-and-hop for a Volocopter on one of the New York skyscrapers or,
alternatively, on another distinctive building.

This studio aims to help you develop an awareness
of your design process and will teach you about architects’ design stages. We will
address the four “W” and “H”: What?, for Who(m)?, Where?, Why? and a little bit
of How? We will do that step-by-step, by researching, presenting and discussing
all the phases of the research and design together and in the presence of all.
