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Derived from the »Berliner Zimmer«, the design project »3 Doors / 1 Room« asks
pertinent questions about two of the possibly most common typologies: housing
and working.

The need for urban living space has grown steadily ever since the start of the
industrial age until today. New concepts for mass housing of the working class
had to be developed. The residents used their space for living as well as for
working.

One particularly distinctive feature was developed in Germany - the »Berliner
Zimmer. Itis a jointed room, then and now undefined in its functionality,
traditionally containing one window to an inner courtyard and three doors. The
Athens Charta, the destructions of World War || and modern urban planning
stripped the tenement buildings of their hybrid character.
