How can new inclusive urban spaces be created in internal city peripheries?

137,000 apartments will be needed in Berlin by 2025, according to the Senate, to
meet demand and curb rent increases. The areas along the Ringbahn between
residential development and commercial areas represent potential for inner-city
densification.

Since nowadays we always intervene in existing situations, it is necessary to
redesign, to develop from within, but without sacrificing qualities. With maps,
models, drawings and interviews the character of the inner periphery is explored.

From an individual space, an urban building block will be developed. We will
address issues of quality of life, ecology, density, the private and the communal,
participation and co-existence. By developing the typologies and translating the
observations into designs and scenarios, we will develop a vision for a liveable and
inclusive urban quartier in Berlin-NeukélIn.
