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In recent years, the requirements for school buildings have undergone a
fundamental change - in society as a whole, in the city, pedagogically and
institutionally. How can we build contemporary school spaces that meet the
diverse requirements? What rooms do we need in order to offer students a suitable
environment for concentrated, creative work, cooperation, movement,
performance and relaxation? What spaces are needed for new modern teaching
methods? What constructions are needed for these spaces? How do constructions
cope with the constant change of use and users?

In the course, particular school buildings are first analyzed and a booklet is created
for each. The findings lead to a sound knowledge on the basis of which own design
ideas can be developed. Complex requirements for escape routes, fire protection,
building services systems must be considered and applied.
