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In the first and second semester, the Department of Building Construction teaches
simple construction methods and basic technological standards of solid
construction, without which an idea, a design or a building can not be realized.
The essence of construction is determined by complexity. Their tasks and solutions
are in a dialectical relationship. Appropriate standard solutions and constructive
basic principles complement one another. Both are necessary to develop
independent solutions. Building construction includes the detail - the appropriate
joining, the joining of components depending on building materials and
substantial requirements.

Building construction includes superior principles - architecture arises from and
through construction. The interaction between construction and form, the
immanent dependencies and contradictions of the component and joint, of
building material and texture, of construction and haptics become clear.

The aim of the course is the application of structural knowledge within complex
thematic contexts, as well as the translation of content questions into spatially
