Space is created inside. Which function reinforces the spatial experience?
Through volume studies we approach the basic principles of solid construction.
How do volumes change through incisions, undercuts, cantilevers and additions.
What form is developed further, what spatial effect and use of space is created
inside?

The two semesters teach the structural principles of masonry and reinforced
concrete construction. Load transfers are made through load-bearing solid walls.
Buildings are detailed structurally from the floor to the roof. Joining principles of
solid construction are learned.
