title

A bathhouse will be built at a stretch of water in Munsterland. The building will
house sanitary facilities, changing rooms, sauna and catering. The design
determines the location in the water or along the bank, an elevated structure in
steel or timber construction. The small dimension of the structure leads to an
extensive detailing of constructive superstructures and nodes.

In the lectures, the principles of skeleton construction of different load-bearing
structures made of reinforced concrete, steel and wood are taught.
