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BIM (Building Information Modelling) looks at the broader picture of the currently
most discussed change to the building industry. With a mix of lectures, exercises
and practical tutorials all "Dimensions of BIM" (3D, 4D, 5D, 6D and 7D) are
reviewed and investigated for their potential of bringing a change to the way our
professions work together.

In a first exploratory phase participants will explore different standards and
methodologies of BIM through a combination of lectures and own research as well
as through guided and autonomous tutorials.

The content will be based around the ISO 19650-1 and 2:2018 standards of BIM,
but as part of the research subjects, international developments shall be
considered as well.

The assignment for a potential bachelor thesis would build on the above and
should be furthered by the students with regard to a self-chosen "specialty topic".
The outcome will be presented both as a book as well as a presentation in the
colloquium.
