Perception and knowledge of basic architectural phenomena form a beginning of
a design process. Both can only grow out of amazement and questioning
experience. The patterns of our perceptions shape the later forms of our actions.
Without knowledge we are blind. By adopting an unfamiliar selective thematical
focus such as e.g. 1. object & field, 2. geometry, proportion & scale, 3. light,
shadow & time, 4. bodily memory, 5. tectonics, 6. material we perceive our
architectural environment under specific questions, develop new perspectives and
discover nuances of differentiation. Other initials of €he design process are
imaginations combined with tools & strategies for virtual and material creation of
space. The knowledge of their suitability, operational capability, sense of purpose,
the experience of specific, tool / strategy-inherent skills and abilities, can only arise
in testing and doing. The aim of a first series of experiments is a creative
perception that does not lead to the reproduction or imitation of well-known
situations, but beyond patterns and stereotypes inspires us to substantial
architectural actions, to discover, to try, to invent.
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
