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In the course "MOVE | making of visionary environments," we delve into the design
of the Museum of the Future. This course is structured into three interconnected
parts.

In the first section, we research and explore various case studies to develop a
comprehensive understanding of what defines a visionary space.

In the second part, we focus specifically on analyzing the urban space - both its
physical form and its cognitive significance. We will explore the structures of urban
connections, the role of humans and their daily routines within them, and learn to
understand and visualize these through different mapping techniques.

The final and main segment of the course involves applying all the acquired
knowledge to craft a visionary space - the Museum of the Future.
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
