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The studio focuses on the analysis of a railway within the context of the TEN-T
Program, to understand the challenges for the future development of railway
infrastructure in Europe. The students will be asked to investigate the introduction
of the high-speed railway project by intervening on the stations along the entire
line. Topics such as the mitigation of the infrastructure presence in the landscapes
will be explored by identifying the impact on all the network components, and by
evaluating the consequences of such integration in the surroundings.

The study of the railway system will introduce the students to the framework of
the studio, allowing them to become familiar with the specific features of
infrastructure systems. Furthermore, it will allow the students to reflect on the role
of the architect in the design of such systems and to contextualize their specific
knowledge within a multi-disciplinary context.

The studio will be organized as an atelier, encouraging active participation of the
students by including them in a design team, simulating the working dynamics of
