Spati vs. Budchen

title

"Spatis", "Budchen", "Trinkhallen", "Wasserstiibchen" or simply "Kiosks" are
small-scale forms of business that offer everyday items for immediate
consumption. Just as the name and focus vary in different regions of Germany,
each individual kiosk is also specifically linked to the immediate context.

Spatially, it can appear as a pavilion, nestled in a building, as a shop or as a simple
window in a house wall.

The visit to the kiosk is non-binding and nevertheless personal. As a low-threshold
place, it blurs environmental boundaries and assumes important neighbourhood
functions as a place of encounter and exchange.

Both in Berlin and Cologne, the "Spati" and the "Budchen" are an integral part of
the cityscape with its neighbourly qualities.

During the semester, the analysis of two different plots in these cities will lead to a
pair of site-specific small architectures.

The aim is to examine the future role of the kiosk as a stage for urban life.
