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Architecture for archaeology. Designing Hadrian's Villa

The archaeological heritage is subjected to continuous stress due to the passage
of time, natural events, and inadequate management. It is therefore necessary to
act in time and with competence.

The course will have as its project area the archaeological site of Hadrian’s Villa in
Tivoli. This is a site that on the one hand appears as an architectural complex
isolated from the territory and that seems to have lost a recognisable role over
time; on the other hand, it demonstrates constructive wisdom, consistency of
means, techniques, materials, that is, its still being "an architectural lesson".

And it introduces one of the great topic of contemporary city design, addressing in
particular the question of the protection of ancient artefacts and their
modernisation.

The aim of the project is a greater protection of the Villa not only as a museum of
itself, but also in its relationship with its territory, up to the identification of a
possible reorganisation of the entrance system. The need for redevelopment of the
Villa then leads to rethink the use of certain elements within the monumental
system, developing a set of spaces, exhibition pavilions and pathways where the
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
