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1 - On the outskirts of the city are the areas where an answer to the many
questions of urban development is most often sought, above all the question of
the creation of affordable housing. On the outskirts of Miinster, the model "for a
socially equitable land use" is being developed (case study 1); on the outskirts of
Berlin are the largest areas of the urban development plan 2030 (case study 2).
These outskirts are also habitats for animals and in particular some species of
migratory birds. This brings us to the basic question of this module: Can these
areas become model areas for socially and environmentally equitable land use?

2 - In the cities, the need for temporary housing is growing, as if humans were also
a kind of migratory animal. The best example of this are the students: after the
thesis, an important station in life, fate (or instinct) often pulls them somewhere
else. In order to allow for the greatest variety of locations for this short stay (the
thesis), the outskirts of all possible cities worldwide can be selected as case study.
The only condition: they can serve as models for the topics in point 1.
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Reading recommendations will be given during the course.
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
