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Course content

This course teaches the fundamentals of architectural design. A series of exercises
centres on the most basic unit of enclosure, the room and its key elements, floor,
wall and roof. Beginning with exercises to learn how to see form and to
decompose form into its basic elements, students are introduced to process of
design step by step. Excercises include a section through a city, a section through
a room, the design of a simple hut, the analysis of Barcelona pavilion, and the
design of a pavilion.

Learning outcomes

Students will be able to see architectural form, meaning they will be able to
identify the whole, the parts, and the relationship between the parts. Seeing is
thinking and it is carried out through drawing of the elements and their
relationships to each other. Students will develop a thorough understanding of the
frame of reference, the scale of study and the importance of detail. Students will
also be equipped with basic digital skills.
