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As part of the "O A S| S" design project, we are focusing on the topic of E charging
stations.

In recent years, electric mobility has undergone rapid development, fundamentally
changing the way we move in a sustainable manner. Electrically powered vehicles,
ranging from small city cars to large commercial vehicles, have become a familiar
sight on roads worldwide.

The expansion of charging infrastructure is progressing. Some manufacturers are
already developing their own charging stations tailored to their brand.

Within the scope of the design, we are interested in the development of a concept
that is initially independent of location, which can be applied and scaled to various
places and contexts.

Often, there is a necessity to locate these charging stations in inhospitable
locations. Similar to an oasis in a desert, we aim to create a place of "recharging”
for both the vehicle and the human.
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
