The course focuses on the potential of data to help architects gain a deeper
understanding of information that surrounds the built environment. Examples of
data could be participatory methodologies such as interviews, pedestrian
movement and circulation, air pollution, traffic and street networks, weather,
noise, etc. This information is relevant to the design process and could influence
the design results. Students will learn how to access raw data sets, understand the
basics of data analysis as well as their structure, interpretation, preparation, and
visualization with programs such as Gephi and Adobe lllustrator. To conclude the
course, the students will present their selected data subject and their visualized
outcome.
